Greetings in Jesus' Name! Busy Week at Vision Beyond Borders

Thank You for Making it Happen!

This has been a busy week for VBB, beginning with shipping the container to Jordan, for the Syrian
refugees, first thing Monday morning. It was a relatively cool, cloudy morning and the Lord must have
spoken to everyone at once, as the truck and driver - Ron, the forklift operator - Jim, all of our internal
staff, and two of the four volunteers, all showed up an hour early to get going on loading the truck.
People sometimes ask how these shipments go to their destination. The truck was going to Denver,
where the container was loaded on a train car. Then, when it gets to Houston, it will be transferred to a
cargo ship. Once it reaches the gulf of Agaba it will be taken by truck to Amman Jordan, arriving in mid-
August, nearly five weeks after leaving the VBB headquarters in Casper. Praise God, it's on its way and
its contents should be available for the Syrian refugees in five or six weeks.

As with virtually everything that happens at VBB, the funding of the shipment of the container was a
bonafide miracle!! On Friday, a very generous friend of VBB called and asked how much was still needed
to ship the container. We were still over a third of the way from having all of our funding, but believing it
would come by the time the invoice for the shipping would be received. Praise God, that generous
servant of God covered the entire remaining need for shipping the Jordan container!

We are putting the finishing touches on arranging missionary trips into a closed Central American
country, into Southeast Asia, India, and Romania. As always, not only do we carry God's Holy Word into
these countries, but also bring much needed supplies and clothing for their physical needs and, more
importantly, Christian fellowship to meet their emotional and spiritual needs. The support and
encouragement that our teams are able to provide to our persecuted and impoverished brothers and
sisters, around the world, may be the second most critical resource that we deliver to those we serve in
these far away lands.

Once again, | want to thank God, first and foremost, for allowing us all to be called His children, and then
to thank all of you generous and devoted supporters of VBB, for your commitment to taking the
powerful and wonderful Truth of God into many of the dark corners of the world.
