I'm so grateful to
be able to read God's Holy Word whenever | want to. I'm
so thankful that the Bible never changes despite what
man says. God's Word is true regardless of what laws
people may make, or whatever the Supreme Court
decides. God is the Creator and Sustainer of Life and He
has the final say.Whether they are living in refugee camps,
red-light districts, remote villages in the mountains or in
cities- God's Word is reaching people everywhere.
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One of the wonderful things about God’s Word is that it changes
us as we read and apply the truths of Scripture to our lives. People
see the change and they want to know the reason for the hope
within us. We have seen whole families come to faith in Jesus Christ
and then villages are impacted as well.
